Each party must provide a list of witnesses he/she intends to call at the hearing to the Association and to all other parties not less than
fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing. Each party shall arrange for his witnesses to be present at the time and place designated for the
hearing. The following REALTOR® nonprincipal affiliated with my firm has a financial interest in the outcome of the proceeding and
has the right to be present throughout the hearing:
8. Under the penalties of perjury, I declare that this application and the allegations contained herein are true and correct to the best of
my knowledge and belief and this request for arbitration is filed within one hundred eighty (180) days after the closing of the
transaction, if any, or within one hundred eighty (180) days after the facts constituting the arbitrable matter could have been known in
the exercise of reasonable diligence, whichever is later.

9. If either party to an Arbitration Request believes that the Grievance Committee has incorrectly classified the issue presented in the
request (i.e., mandatory or voluntary), the party has 15 days from the date of receipt of the Grievance Committee’s decision to file a
written appeal of the decision. The Board of Directors may consider only those materials the Grievance Committee had at the time of
its determination with the appeal.
