For months, you've heard

have literally hundreds of
boxes, while other offices will
have a few! Your patience
will be appreciated.

Risco lockboxes must be
returned by January 4, 2013
to ensure prompt shipment
back to Risco.

If you would like to see a
video of how the new Sen-
trilock system will work, go to

in Eau Claire all day Tuesday
and Wednesday morning,
and in Spooner Thursday
afternoon and Friday morn-
ing. Registration for these

classes will begin in mid-
November, again, watch our
website and your email for
information. Lockboxes and/
or keycards will be distributed
at training classes, be sure

you are present at one of the
classes! Lockboxes will
only be released to bro-
kers, unless written au-
thorization is given for
someone else to
pick them up! Risco
lockboxes may be
returned at either
training location or at
drop locations (these
locations have yet to
be determined!). Re-
turned lockboxes will
be matched to the
company’s existing
inventory, checked off by staff
or volunteers, and inventories
must be signed and dated by
the person returning the
boxes. PLEASE allow for
